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PREFACE TO THE FIRST EDITION, 1883-84.

Te period fixed by the Punjab Government for the compila-
lion of the Gazetleer of the Province being limited to twelve months,
\lo BEditor has not been able to prepare any original matter for
(he present swork ; and his duties liave been confined to throwing
(he already existing material into s"tmpfl, supplementing it as far
as possible by contributions obtained from District Officers, passing
the draft through the press, cireulating it for revision, altering it
i1 accordance with the corrections and suggestions of revising
officers, and printing and issuing the final edition.

The material available in print for the Gazetierr of this dis-
irict consisted of the Settlement Reports, and a draft Gazelteer
compiled between 1870 and 187+ by My, F.Cunnivgham, Barrister-
at-Law. Notes on certain points have been supplied by District
(fficers; while the report on ihe Census of 1851 has been ntilized.
OF the present volume, Section A of Chapter V (General Adminis-
tration), and the whole of Chapter VI (Towns), have been for the
most part supplied by the Deputy Commissioner; sSection A of
Chapter 111 (Statistics of Population) has been taken. from the
Census Report; while here and there passages hinve been extracted
from Mr, Cunningham’s compilation already referred to. But
with these exceptions, the great mass of the text has been taken
almost, if not quite verbally from Mr. Pryer's Settlement Report
of the district. .

The draft edition of this Gazetfeer has been revised by Messrs,
I'ryer, Gladstons and Douie, and by the Irrigation Depart-
ment so far as regards the canals of the digtrict. The Deputy
Jommissioner ia responsible for thie spelling of vernacular names,
which has been fixed throughout by him in neecrdance with the

preseribed system of trqnslitemtion.

The
enstern boundary for most part of it length fuliowa the deep
stream of the river [ndus, but 10 places rrosses from side to side
in pecordance with local rules for its demarcation. The total
length of the viver froutage of the digtrict is 210 miles, of whieh |
the first 30 to the north, fsee the Cis-ludus portion of Dera
Ismail Khan, the next 115, the Muzafargarh Distriet, and the
remaining 65, the State of Babawalpar. The western limit, for
the purposes of the ordinary laws in foree in British India, 18
the eastern hase of the Soleman wountains, but the politicsl
control of the Deputy Comnissioner extends to certain of toe
Biloch tribes inhabiting those mountains.

I'he breadth from the viver to the base of the monntsins varies
from 40 wiles at the ceotre of the district to 20 miles at the
northern and southern extremities, and the breadth of the hill
tract is sbout 40 miles, The hill trace is under the charge of &
Politieal Tabaildar, and the rest of the listrict ia Jdivided into
four tabsils by lines drawi in o general east and west direction
aoroms it, These are, running from northte south, Sanghar, 1hera
Ghazi Kban, Jampur sud Hogaupur, which lasi constituies s sepa-
rate Sub-Division in the charge of an Assietant Comwissioner,

In the northern portion of the disteict and also o the ex-
treme south the Pachid extends eastward to the present bed of
the Indus, which Bows alongside it at the foot of a high bank
varying in height, but in pluces as high as 20 and even 80 feet.
The remains of similar banks T are found farther inland in theso
localitics, and it is peabable that the Indos at some rvemote
peviod Howed ander these and thoo receded, after which new
torvent deposits wern formed ou the land abandoned by it.
Between tho two points where the Pacliad touches the Indos a
broct of land intervenos, The elay soil of which 1t consists
shows that it was tormed by the action of the river, which
ab onc thne probably liere as in the north aond eouth of
tha disirict flowel aloog the eastern limils of the Pachad
aud then receded, bul the torrents here were not powerful
encugh to cover with their silt the land alandoned by the
river.  The soutliern balf of this tract 1s in the Rajanpor tabsil,
and 18 swept annoally by river Ouods more or less extensive.
These floods follow surface depressions, of which the maost
famous origivates at Rekh in the north of the talisil, and other
importaut ones are those of Shaligarh, Kadra apd Miranpur,
The northern half of the tract which lies in the Dern and
Jampur tahsils is traversed by iwo similar depressions, ons
culled the Jalpa which originating at Kala in the Dera tahsil
keeps the city aud cantonwent an its left and extends sonth-
wards nearly to Bajannar; and the other eommencing at Shah

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thom and sun embankment to exclode the floods and to give
Rajanpur ecanal-irrigation  throughout its length has been
designad in the Irrigation Departineut, though its constriction
has not yet been decided upon  The Sindh is the logu] name
given to the tract irrigated by canals and wella in the bporth
and traversed by floods in the south, with the river bed along-
side of 1it,

Besides the two main nataral divisions of the district there
are other minor ones, The Pachid has been deseribed as
extending from the mountaing to the river in the northern part
of the district. 'This is the case throoghont the Sanghar tahsil,
exceph in the northero half of it where, between the river and
its traditional old bank, the Kar, inland there isa tract which
ia lower in lavel than the Pachid, bat too high to be swept by
river lood, and in which an  lnundation Canal, the Massuwab
has been made. The Pachdd extends to the river bank in the
north of 1he Dera tahsil also, as far sonth as Nala, Neither
in Sanghar norin Dera are the hill-torrents sufficiaptly power-
ful to supply water for the extreme edge of the 'achad along
the viver in all years, and cultivation is there carried on with
the aid of wells which arve of consideralie depth 5 the belt of
Jand so situnted iz called the Danda,  And in the Sunghar and
Jampur tahsils portious of the Pachid are distinguished from
tko rest of it by receiving irrigation all the year round from
the perennial flow (kalapani) of the Sanghar and Kaba lorrents.

Thove is o gentle slope from the north to the routh of the
distriet down the Tndus Valley, as well as from the mounbains
to the river, and the elevation of the Pachad iu the north of the
Tieteict nenr the hille is 700 feet sbove sea-level, and of ihe
Indus bed 480 feet, while the correspouding levels in the
extreme south of the distriet are 480 and 260 feet, respectively.

The district bas been formed by the sction of the lill-
rorrents oo the one side, aod of the river on the other, and is
dependent for wmest of its cultivation on water from one of these
two sources or the other, Both actions are slill in progress, and
that of the Indus is unfortunately of o destructive tendency ar
present, The river begins torise in May when the melting of
the snow on the Himalayas commences, and gradually swells
till 1t fills its bed for as much as a breadth of nine miles, i
places pouring floods (chal) down the depressions in the
Rajanpuor tabeil and filling the Inundation Canals. The river
usually rises about 8} feet in the inundation season, but it
sometimes rises oven higher. It continues high till the end of
August, and then begios to subside reaching its cold wenther
level at the end of September when the cunals ceass to flow.
While subsiding the river gradually adopts the chaunel or
channels down which it is to flow in the cold weather, and should
the main channel adoptsd be on the extreme east or the
extrems wast of its bed the fall of the river is accompanied by
much erosion of the land adjoining it. Violent erosion also
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occura when the river ia in high flood earlier in the season if
the current happens to be attracted towards either bank of the
river.  Whether one channel is followed jo the eold weather op
several they rarely coincide with thoze of the Previcue year, and
land which was on one eids of the main stream (dhar kalan) one
vear may be on the other side of it in the following without
losing any of the trees or jungle growing on it, or being
otherwise materially affected by river action. Land 80
circumstanced is generally at first an island or chakkar betweon
the main stream on ooe gide and a creck (dhand or phat) on the
other, but if the change becomes & permanent one the eresk
silts up in course of time and disappenrs. Not only do the
channels followed within the river bed vary from year to year,
but as & consequence of erosion on one side or the other, the
whole bed moves a considerable distance sastward oy westward

“in the conrse of & nnmber of years, The earliest bed that ean

be traced occupied the middle of the Sind-Sagar Doab, Thence
the viver gradually travelled westwards until, at a period
probably anterior to the Mubawmmadan invasions, it reached tho
bed whose western bank is marked by the Kur in the north of
the Sanghar tabsil, and by a depression ealled Kappar in the
south of the Dera tahsil and to the weat of the town of Jampur,
thn the east of the Kappar are ailuvial mounds said to cover the
remains of a Hinda Uity which wns on the left bank of the
Indus, aud was destroyed and submeorged by tho river. Floods
from the Vidor torrent sometimes Dbreach the canals and fill
this depression, Foor hundred years ago when the city of
Dera Ghazi Khan was founded the river busin iwas travelling
eastward, and the eity ie said to have bean built on an island or
chnkkar, the ereck to the west of which has lang ago silted up,
though parte of it are traceable in slizht depressions.  The
eastward movement was continued during the two fallowing
centuries, and thronghont these changes the junction of the
Indus and the Chenab appéars to have heen at Uchh in the
Muzaffargarh District instead of as now near Mithankot in this
district. The eountry between Uchh and Rajanpur was in the
18th century a rich tract irrigated by the Dhundi and Kuth
Canals und by others, of which remains exist in the Rajanpur
tahsil. An abrupt change in the river in A. D, 1757 eut this
canal system in two, leaviog the heads of the Dhund; and Kuth
on the left banks of the river, and singe then the Indus bed
has been graduoally moving westward, Its progress in this
direction has been very marked duriog the last twenty years,
and the river is now flowing under the walls of the town of
Dera Ghazi Khan, from which it wasin A. D, 1872, 3 miles
distant. Accounts of the measures taken to check its ndvance
and to protect the ity are given iu Chapter V, Bection C, and
in Chapter VI, '

Great floods occarred in 1812 and 1833 A D)., and again
in A, D. 1841, when & lake pent op by the fall of g glacier in
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the far Himnlayas broke loose and poured down the Indus, In
1856, there war a flood from which tho people of the district

long csleulated their dates. The then eantonment and ciwil |

stution of Dera Ghazi Khan were swept away by the flood
which that year came down the Jalpa depression, and villagen
were dewolished, and cattle and crops destroyed, ‘I'he con-
gtroction of the Kals erobankment in the following year kept
the Jalps Hood in check till 1878 A, [, when the river rose
o406 feet ut Attock and overtopped and breached the Eala
embankment sending down a flocd which did immenge damnge
to the Dera Ghaezi Khan Cantonment and to all the villages
along the Jalpa track. Iu the eantonment the whole of the
Cavalry and Infuntry lives and many of the officers’ bungalows
collapeed. A flood from ancther direction breached an embank-
ment in A, D 1882, and the whole of tle garrison and all the
aveilatle popolation of Dera Thazi Khan town and neighboar-
livod were only ahle to keep the river flood out by constant
work on the inner chain of embankments, The high Acods of
TBBE and 1880 A, D, decided Government to undertake the
construction of the stone embankment for the proteetion of the
city, whiel is descrilicd in Chapter VI ‘I'he next year of very
high flood was 1865 A, D, when a great bay was ent our

In years of good raiofall in the hills the people find it
impossible to control, for irrigation porposes, #ll the water thot
comes down the hill-torrents, and the surplus Bonds sometimes
brench canals and the whole district then beermes for 4 time
a gheet of water,  Even in vears of slight rainfall there is not
geperally any searcity of drinking water in the autnmnn, for the
Hoods wre penerally suffictout to 6l the tanks, 1o the Sindh
irrigalion-wells are nowerous, but in the Pachid except in the
short vainy season dithculty is often experienced iy procuring
water.

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The winter rainfall at Fort Muooro has “re o recorded only
during the last few years, and is inconsidern'le. BSnow falls
vhere in small quantities in some years, Table No. II1 shows
in tenths of an inch the total rainfall registered  at each of the
Rain-gauge stations in the distriet for a vumber of years. The
distribution of the rainfall throughout the vear is shown in
Tables Nos, IIT A and IIT B, On the rainfall in the Bolemans
in the bot weathor the prospeets of the crops in the Pachad
entiroly depend, but the summer rainfall in the plains exercises
little or no influence on the crops either in the Pachéd orin
the Sindh, except that if excessive it Hoods and blights them,
The cold weather rains, on the othar hand, are beneficial for all
crops nod nNecessary for sorme. '

The elimate is exceedingly dry both in the hills and in the
plaing, and both in snmmer and in winter. The cold weather
is a very short one. comprising only the months of Dacomber
and Janoary, doring which fires are welcome in the house by
day as well as Ly night and the night temperature out-of-doors
sometimes falls below freezing point. November and February
are pleasant wonths with a minimum® night temperature
running between 407 and 50°  In March the days warm up
and the minimum night temperature is seldom below 607, and
often reaches 707, and punlkaks ave often Lrought into use
towards the end of the mouth, though 1t is generally possible (o
ilo without them till tho 15th of April. All measures possible to
keep the houses conl have to be taken from the 1st of Aprl till
near the end of October. In May, June, July and Angust the
heat is intense everywhere and especially in the Pachid, where
a hot furnace blast koown as the lohu blows, and has often
proved fatal tolife ; record maximum temperatures are marked
snd the night minimum outside rarely falls as Jow as 80°
Augnst is sometimes rendered tolerable by a breesze, but is
penerally steamy as well as hot,  In Eeptember and October
the heat bacomes gradually less oppressive.

In the kill tract the climata is eold and bracing from
Jeptember till April, and mild and pleasant in the summer
monihs. At the small hill station of Fort Munro the night
temperature in June averages 70° or under, and the day temper-
atare in-doors rarely rises over 80° with the house open to
the wind, which blows withoot ceasing thronghont the summer.
The misty clouds chacacteristic of the Himalavas in the mon-
soon are seldom seen and the rain gensrally takes the shape
of an afternoon shower, after which the atmosphere resumres its
rormal dey condition,

The district is not unhealthy, aod is ravely visited by
opidemic disease, but in September and October faver is very
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
